That's when his official remission count 
began. So, he's been in remission for 16 months. He'll get a blood check the week before he comes to the 
CBC to ensure continued remission. Austin will be two in July. Austin was on a clinical study from the 
start because of the aggressiveness of the cancer. The doctors said "that drug made all the difference for 
Austin." It saved his life. The LLS funded the research for that drug. “We are forever indebted to the 
LLS. If Austin can provide hope and inspiration, we would love to be a part of that!” 
 
2)  Richard Bassil will play bass guitar at the Friday night kickoff party.  Richard underwent a bone 
marrow transplant 7 years ago to treat a lymphoma he was diagnosed with. Following additional 
chemotherapy and radiation therapy Richard’s cancer is in remission and he is looking forward to joining 
us at this year’s event.
